John Barnes

It is with widespread I egret that the news will be received of the death of Mr. John Barnes senr.,   who after a long and painful illness passed away on Wednesday morning at his residence at Fordell.  Mr. Barnes was one of the oldest settlers in the district to which he came from Wellington 47 years ago. In partnership with Mr. Richardson, of Fordell, he followed the trade of carpenter for many years.  He then took up a bush farm in the Mangamahu Valley, but wishing for better facilities for the education of his children than could be found so far back at that time, he relinquished farming in 1906 and re turned to Fordell where he has since resided.  Born in Wellington 66 years ago, Mr. Barnes was the son of Mr. Barnes, who was the son of Mr. W. Robert Barnes who as one of New Zealand's early pioneers, arrived in the colony in 1841in the ship Gertrude, and who died three years ago at the age of 95;. Mr. Barnes, therefore, had to endure much of the hardship inseparable from the settlement of a new country.  Retiring in disposition he took no prominent part in the public life of the district. But by his business integrity and social cordiality, he enjoyed the respect and esteem of a large circle of friends, who could rely on him for sympathy in every good cause.  Mr. Barnes leaves a widow, four daughters and six sons to mourn their loss, and to whom the respectful condolences of the community are tendered.
