(No pre booking for records we want to look at yet and as time is getting on, if there is anything anyone may want looked up and perhaps purchased, email to this address if you aren’t able to make the trip).

Saturday morning 19th April, we went over what it is possible to access at the Archives and just what you may find on a Will or Land Record etc that you weren’t expecting. Gloria has previously found an ancestor named in a Will probated after death in the 50s but the person named in the Will had died back in the ‘20s. A name she wasn’t expecting to find.
I found a divorce application in my family and I also found an item of jewellery in a Will, fully described and bequeathed to a friend of the deceased, which was eventually given to my Paternal Grandmother, who then melted it down and made into rings and divided up between her Grand-daughters. I received one of the rings and knew it had come from a bequeathed bracelet and now I know more family details.
Today we also discovered you can put in a town or street name and searchable documents come up in the index. The land record books are huge and will be extremely interesting. Angela has had a chance to look at these on one of her visits. The website is: http://www.archway.archives.govt.nz/ and then enter the name you want.

Click “go” and the next page (below) will come up and to the right is “Refine Search” click on this button for the option to narrow date and/or place to make the search a little easier. Note also the 3 options with Green, Orange and Red stripes; each entry has one of these stripes beside the record and so you know if you will be able to view these records or not.

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This page will allow you to narrow the search to a geographical area, eg Auckland, and a date range. If it is a Will check the date of death so that records before that date won’t be shown. There may of course be records in repositories in Wellington but they are not available to view in Auckland. When you have found the record you want, copy and paste the record details as below and I can then email the Archives with the details of the record you wish to look at using my reader’s card. They should then be waiting for you to look at and get copies if you wish. For those who aren’t able to go but would like records looked at I am happy to view and find out costs.
